Subject Area: Creative Art

Age Group: 3 to 4 years old

Number of Participants: Whole Group or a group of 2 to 3 children.

Title of the Activity: “My Own Seasons Book”

Goals:

1. Children will learn about different types of seasons.

2. Children will improve their fine motor skills.

Materials:

1. Magazines of different weather/season types tornadoes, lightning, rain, snow (winter), fall, spring and summer.
2. Different colored construction papers

3. Scissors

4. Colored pencils

5. Markers

6. Water colors

7. Glue sticks

8. Whole punch

9. Different colored yarn.

Procedures:

1. The teacher will sit with the group of children and initiate a discussion about different types of weather/seasons.

2. The teacher will provide children with materials, magazines, construction paper, scissors, colored pencils, markers, watercolors, and glue sticks. 

3. The teacher will ask children to use the materials and create their own seasons/weather book. 

4. The teacher will provide children with different colors of construction paper.

5. The teacher will ask children to use no more than 5 pieces of construction paper.

6. The children can draw, paint or cut and paste pictures from magazines and create their own book. 

7. The teacher will pay extra attention on children who are working with scissors.

8. The teacher will go around the table when children are almost finished and whole punch their own set of 5 construction paper.

9. The teacher will provide children with different colored yarn strands.

10. The teacher will ask each child to choose 2 colored yarns to tie his or her book together.

11. The teacher will help each child to tie his or her book together with the child’s choice of yarn.

Evaluations:

1. The children will learn about different types of seasons and weather when they will draw pictures and find pictures from the magazines to make their own season book.

2. The children will improve their fine motor skills while they will be drawing, painting, cutting and pasting the pictures of different seasons and weather like tornadoes, lightning, rain, snow (winter), fall, spring and summer.
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
